Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

On Good Friday, April 6, 2007, parishes of the Diocese of Cam-
den will take up the annual collection in support of the work of
the Church in the Holy Land.

Writing on behalf of the Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, to
the bishops throughout the world, Cardinal Ignace Daoud, prefect
of the Congregation for Eastern Churches, said, “The political and
economic crisis of this area has not yet been resolved and shows
evidence each day of unspeakable suffering. This situation im-
presses upon all of us that there is an absolute and urgent need to
support our brothers and sisters in this land, and to do so in every
possible manner.”

The “Pro Terra Sancta” Collection for the Holy Places and
the Church’s Works of Mercy in the Holy Land will help pro-
mote and sustain the needs of the people in the Holy Land, includ-
ing food for refugees, accommodations for pilgrims and financial
aid to families for housing. The collection will also protect an-
cient shrines and holy places.

Our support of this collection on Good Friday bears witness to
our faith in Jesus, who was born in that land, who preached the
Gospel and who also died and was resurrected there.
