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From the Pastor 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
     From the triumphal entry into Jerusalem, through the humiliating 
death on the cross, to the unexpected resurrection from the tomb, 
we follow the Passion of Jesus this week in our liturgical life. 
     The highs and lows of the passion of Jesus are reflected in our 
own lives in our joys and sorrows, our successes and failures, our 
hopes and disappointments. 
     All of these come into play as we work on the reconfiguration 
of the parishes.    As we approach the next stage of this process, we 
all have our own feelings, both good and bad, about the experience. 
     Hopefully, when the decisions are made, announced and imple-
mented, we'll all step forward in the journey of faith and make the 
best of the new arrangements.   At the time of this writing, I have 
completed one day of a two-day meeting of the Presbyteral Council 
to give consultation to the bishop about the different suggested 
reconfigurations. 
     The contents of the meetings are confidential and the bishop 
respectfully asks us to refrain from announcing anything until he 
does so himself in the first week of April. 
     I can tell you that the changes throughout the diocese will be 
many and wide-ranging.   Everyone will go through some change 
and it will not be easy.   Perhaps we could look upon it as a pas-
siontide for the diocese, a time of trial and tribulation that will lead 
to new life, in resurrected parishes. 
 
     This week's example from the CRS Rice Bowl calendar tells of 
a food bank in Fort Myers, Florida.   The people who pick up food 
from the food bank share it with five other families.   It is a good 
idea to remind the poor that they need to help each other. 
     We are not alone in this world;  we are here with each other.  
We need to cooperate and to help one another if this life is to be 
tolerable.   It can even be enjoyable when we share our joys and 
carry one another's burdens. 
     In our own neighborhood, we support a food pantry in the 
Bridge of Peace Evangelical Lutheran Church.  All of the churches 
of the neighborhood donate food to the pantry and all of us refer 
people to the pantry for help. 
     This week, we also join the other churches on Good Friday for 
the procession around the neighborhood to commemorate the cruci-
fixion and death of Jesus.   Everyone is welcome to join us at 12:00 
noon at our church.  We'll process through the neighborhood, stop-
ping at each of the other churches. 
     May your Holy Week be a memorable and faith-filled one.
